Campaign Trail %% %%

When you follow candidates on a campaign trail, you can learn fun things about them. There's a separate puzzle
for each candidate, so you can discover something about each one of them.

Instructions for solving these Country Road puzzles:

1. Each square represents a county, and each bold-outlined region represents a state.

2. Draw horizontal and vertical lines between the centers of adjacent counties to create a single closed loop.

3. The path must visit each state one time, i.e., the path will enter and exit each state exactly once.
